6.1 Selected Option: Two traffic lanes, with significant traffic-calming measures, and public realm improvements

Considering disruptions to traffic around the city core by
the LUAS green line, and potential disruptions by future
projects such as College Green and BusConnects, the
public realm gpticn which accommeodates existing traffic
modes was selectad. The design was then approached
o create the most pedestrian-fiendly version of this
option, and to facilitate potential future adjustments
should traffic requirsments subseguently reducs.

Option Analysis

Traffic will traverse the space in a two lane camiageway,
parallsl to the building fagades. The junction on the
west side is further north than the existing condition
where vehicles swesp around the curve of the Garden
of Remambrance. This placement will forca vehicles to
slow down for the tighter tumn, and therefore enter the
space at a lower speed. Another key traffic calming

Here the crossing is reinstated to traverse the new P
two-lane road, with the crossing to Pamell Square East \'{r |
moved further south. A new contralled crossing is also

proposed to the west of the Hugh Lane forecourt.
