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Working group to define a framework for practice for the provision of family integrated care in the neonatal unit
Terms of Reference

Background, general terms and purpose

This Framework for Practice aims to provide guidance on the implementation of a family centred approach to care in the neonatal unit (so called family integrated care). The working group will review existing evidence and examples of good practice drawn from a variety of neonatal settings (NICU / LNU / SCU) both nationally and internationally. This work will inform the development of a series of recommendations that individual units and networks can use as a basis for the implementation and ongoing provision of family integrated care (FIC).
Outputs

The working group will specifically
1. Review the existing literature / evidence base around the provision of FIC

2. Review existing examples of good practice and differing models of delivering FIC

3. Review parental experiences and perceptions of FIC

4. Use the above to inform the development of a Framework for Practice for the  implementation of FIC

5. Develop and / or highlight existing useful educational resources

Meetings and Timeline

· January 2020 face to face meeting and first draft of framework 

· Jan- March 2020 – circulation of repeated versions of the Framework every 2-3 weeks to refine the document by consensus
· March / April– tabled at EC finalisation for consultation
· April / June 2020 – circulated for consultation any proposed changes circulated in real time
· June 2020 – Final document agreed 
· June – July 2020 Member consultation

· September 2020 Final Document published.
