The organisers can accept no responsibility for the safety of exhibits or other property. All reasonable
precautions against theft or damage will be taken, but all exhibits will be staged at the owner’s risk.

All exhibits must have been grown by the exhibitor and the cultivars should be named.

Judging of classes 101-120 to NVS guidelines. Giant Vegetable classes 121-132 to be in a sound state at
time of weighing / measuring and comply with their class requirements.

Onions to be tied with natural raffia only.

Staging will be allowed between 5.00pm on Thursday 15 September until 6.30am on Friday 16
September. Only persons authorised by the Show Committee will be permitted during judging.
Exhibits must not be removed until 5.00pm on Sunday 18 September without the express permission of
the Show Committee; the exhibits should be removed before 7.00pm.

All trophies to be returned to the North of England Horticultural Society one month before the next
year’s Show.

Only plates provided to be used.

Cabbages and cauliflowers to be shown with 76mm of stem unless stated otherwise.

SHOW RULES (FRUIT SPECIFIC)

Judging to accord with “The Horticultural Handbook,” RHS 2016.

Cultivars to be named as far as possible.

Exhibits must have been cultivated by and must be the property of the exhibitor.

Dual purpose apples may be exhibited in either Class 1 or Class 2 subject to those larger than 80mm
diameter to be shown as culinary, those less than this as dessert.

SHOW RULES (CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES)

Entry is free, and is restricted to one entry per entrant, per class, and must be the property of and have
been grown by the exhibitor.

The Show organisers can accept no responsibility for the safety, loss or damage of exhibits or other
property. All reasonable precautions will be taken, but all exhibits will be staged at owner’s risk.
Exhibition quality classes will be judged to N.V.S. standards, and the judges’ decisions will be final in all
classes.

Exhibits must not be removed before 5.00pm on Sunday 18 September.

All onions must be in a clean and sound condition. Bulbs that are misshapen or split will be excluded,
together with onions whose bases are not firm and free of damage, whether water induced or otherwise.
The entries in classes 1 & 2 will have their roots trimmed and their tops cut using a standard gauge
provided by the Show authorities. Trimming will commence at 11.30am prior to weigh-in.

Staging will be allowed between 5.00pm on Thur 15 September until 6.30am on Fri 16 September.
Exhibits will be judged from 7.00am on Friday 16 September and exhibitors must be cleared of the
area by 6.45am. The “weigh-in” of classes 1 & 2 will take place at 12 noon the same day.
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The final closing date for admissions is Monday 12th September, 5pm.
