SHOW RULES

All produce must have been grown by the exhibitor for a minimum of
3 months.

All classes are open to amateur growers and exclude professional and
trade growers.

No exhibitor may enter more than one exhibit in any one class.

No exhibitor may move or interfere with any other exhibit not
belonging to them. (If necessary a Steward will adjust or move
exhibits).

No exhibit can be removed from the show bench until after prize
giving.

All vegetable classes will be judged under NVS rules. Fruit and flowers
will be to RHS regulations.

The Committee reserve the right to refuse any entries without giving
a reason and reserve the right to inspect exhibitors gardens and other
growing areas should the need arise.

ENTRIES: Staging times are 8:30am - 11:30am.
All entries are to be made on the morning of the show.

Entries must be with the Show Secretary by 11:10am.

NO entries will be accepted after this time and all exhibits must be on
the show benches by 11:30am. These times will be strictly adhered
to.

Exhibitors will be allocated a number and given a card for each class
entered. It is up to each exhibitor to write their number on the card
along with the class number and place it FACE DOWN alongside their
entry.

Cultivar cards will be provided. Where possible, please add the
cultivar name and place with exhibits. This is for the interest of the
public as well as the judges.

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SHOW RULES (continued)

9. NOVICE CLASSES: After winning three 1sts in the novice classes, an
exhibitor will cease to qualify for this section and must exhibit in the
open classes.

10. JUDGING will commence at 11:45am prompt. Exhibitors must vacate
the show area but can remain in the hall to observe judging.

11.  POINTS will be awarded: 1st - 3 points, 2nd - 2 points, 3rd - 1 point.

12.  PRIZES will be awarded from 3.30pm.

13.  All plates, vases etc. to be provided by the exhibitor unless otherwise
stated.

14.  All plants must be stood in a saucer.

15. Deceit and Malpractice. The Committee reserve the right to expel any
exhibitor found to be acting in such a manner from the hall and
inform other organisations of such actions along with the names of
those committing such acts.
