OUR URGENT APPEAL THIS CHRISTMAS

We are already seeing devastating economic effects of the pandemic as the number of people falling into homelessness rises. As the weather gets

colder and wetter we'll be delivering hot food to those that need it most. We have transformed our catering service into a Food distribution service for

rough sleepers and vulnerable adults living in temporary accommodation with no means to buy or cook food. We're currently delivering over 350 meals a week,
but as more people are referred to our service, this number is going to increase rapidly.

But our food service is just the start. What starts as a life-saving meal can develop into a life-changing conversation with our support teams. We provide essential advice
and support to get people off the streets for good - helping them to build a life away from homelessness. This is the difference your support can make.
